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Noticed by the Nashville neighborhood as soon as the early 90's, Lance Harrison
and Donna Howley soon started to take their music all around the planet, bringing
their blend of blues and americana from Asia to South America to Europe where
they decided to settle down in 1996, traveling the old continent roads in a very
vintage camping ... After having played by the side of the greatest, opening for
Taj Mahal, Little Milton, Larry Garner and Louisiana Red and sharing the stage
with Eric Bibb, Candye Kane and Mick Taylor, Lance & Donna did themselves
the favor of five albums together before they took some sort of a break issuing
at the same time their 6th one and Lance Harrison Band's first in which the multi-
instrumentalist temporarily renounces the duo to be joined by Donna Rae on
background vocals, Paco Saval on keyboards, Manju B on bass and Ralph
Schlaeger on drums and percussion. Perfectly complementary, both albums seem
meant to go together, and yet ...

One is used to these songs between blues and folk with that little hippy thing
added that brings into light all the talent Lance Harrison bestows as soon as he's
found with a reso, a lapsteel, a ukulele or simply a casual guitar... One appreciates
Donna Howley vocal support as well as the way she makes her rainstick sound,
making her the perfect companion to a sincere, tender and pleasing music like
only those two can make. In a perfect harmony with the first episodes of their
work, “ The Sun Will Shine ” not only completes a discography stated in 1992
with “ Living The Good Life ” but it also offers it a new sound, even rootsier, even
rawer, even more pleasing, like magnified by the recording made on a one only
hot day of june 2005 in their Cologne home studio... Compared to such spontaneity,
“ No Rest For The Wicked ” could pass for a monument of technology
as instrumentation there seem so structured, often obeying the everlasting
verse/chorus rule, fortunately with a constant will to sound raw and right. Exploring
rhythm’n’blues, country, ragtime, folk, boogie, rock and blues, Lance Harrison
and his comrades indulge themselves to some somehow unexpected experience
in which they brilliantly succeed in a remarkable way, even giving some homogeneity
to an album it wasn't the original ambition. If those two different works end up
totally opposed, one can notice in both the same artistic search for real earthy
lyrics, close to the average man reality and most of all very accessible. Add
melodies that reach direct to your guts, mixing a certain form of energy without
cracking up the volume for it, and what you get are two volumes it is hard to
choose from, both the duo and the band versions ending up as worthy by far....
Those two make a pair and it's perfect the way it is !
